Last year, Hart continued 
her trend of turning teams around, guiding the Jaguars this past season to more overall and conference wins than the 
entire 2004-2005 and 2003-2004 seasons combined. The Jaguars performance last year on the court earned Hart 
National Coach of the Year honors from the Black Coaches Association. She also was selected as Mid-Con Coach 
of the Year in a vote of the conference coaches and media. 
 
According to Lutheran Child & Family Services Executive Director Michael Johnson, “Many children look up to 
men and women in sports as role models. Coach Hart’s approach to personal discipline, teamwork and academics is 
a very positive way to reach our children. We appreciate Coach Hart and her staff for demonstrating their concern 
for vulnerable children in our community.”
